Update on existing & proposed railway projects



CH explained that there had been a report in the Times claiming that there was going to be a hold on the enabling works in running 3 car instead of 2 car on the DLR. This was supposedly due to the shortfall of money expected from the congestion charging.

TG mentioned that the TL2000 EIA scoping report has been produced and comments have been made. The construction is not expected to start now until 2006 or later. 

RB has heard reports that Corp of London would fund a Stratford to Hackney line in the event of Cross Rail not going ahead.
