Update on existing & proposed railway projects



Crossrail Bill. Petitioning of the bill is anticipated, but questions over co-ordinated action from all local authorities affected. Negotiations to reduce amount of petitioning required is anticipated. Uncertainty still remains over the project funding with £3 billion additional money required.

Docklands Light Railway from North Woolwich to Woolwich Arsenal. In Newham construction noise affecting a local school has necessitated preventive action.  

East London line still moving forward.

Thameslink inquiry. Resuming early September.
