Update on existing & proposed railway projects



CH mentioned about ELL extension. After the Court of Appeal rejected a challenge re Bishopsgate Goodyard, the project has been given the go ahead. The Transport and Works order for the DLR 2 to 3 car proposal went through last month and the powers are likely to be confirmed late 2004 with the hope of being operational 2007.

TG explained that TL2000 process has been delayed and works not likely till 2005/6. The Scoping Report for the EIA is going out for consultation next month (ie August). 

NM gave update on Cross Rail. Alistair Darling has asked Cross Rail to provide details for construction and funding of the project.  Western terminals of Cross Rail to be Heathrow and Kingston.  Eastern lines to split at Liverpool Street one line to go through the royal docks and on to the north Kent lines one to join the line to Shenfield.
