Update on existing & proposed rail projects



ELLX – Enabling works (principally reconstruction of bridges) proceeding.

DLR Woolwich Extension – TBM launched for Thames tunnel.

Crossrail

Airborne noise –case agreed.   Amendments made to Crossrail’s base case to reflect petitioners’ concerns.  However no additional ‘significant impacts’ identified.  Putting in overhead power lines is not a sufficient change of use to trigger the Noise Insulation (Railways) Regs.

Revised Tunnelling Strategy.  The use of Mile End Park for anything other than a vent shaft site has been abandoned.  This will mean additional tunnelling work in the City and Newham (on the ‘Limmo’ site). Spoil removal (particularly from the City) remains a problem.  A revised ES will be provided to reflect these changes

Crossrail & the Olympics.  This still remains a problem.  A new ‘masterplan’ for the Olympics has been adopted which will incorporate the changes necessary to allow the construction of Crossrail.  However, this will require a new planning application & ES for the Olympics which is not expected before January 2007.  Newham has petitioning points concerning the Olympics but has agreed to a ‘second house undertaking’.

Ground-borne noise  Camden made the case. Rick Methold of Southdowns gave evidence which seems to have been well received.  The Committee will not express an opinion until it finishes sitting.

Timescales It appears that the Committee wants to finish hearing evidence before the Summer Recess.  It is not known when the Committee will make recommendations.

Thanks to Steve Walker (Newham) & Peter Carey (Camden) for the briefing on Crossrail.
