Criteria for requesting S106 planning gain funding for environmental pollution monitoring, improvement works or promoting the reduction of environmental pollution. 

Large-scale development imposes additional demands and costs regarding air quality environmental noise and contaminated land management upon the council. 

The borough is predicted not to meet the required air quality objectives and therefore any additional pollution source increases the work required by the borough to reduce air pollution to acceptable levels. Developments should be obliged to minimise their impact through the use of green travel plans and the promotion of cleaner fuels. 

Significant development may add to ambient and transport noise and introduce new receptors and so add to the actions of the borough in modelling noise and creating noise contours.

Development upon brownfield sites will increase the work of the borough in maintaining accurate records of site investigation reports and subsequent remediation works to ensure safe long term development.

Therefore funds are sought to aid with the local improvement of air quality, ambient noise and contaminated land. This may include the implementation of the council’s air quality management strategy that outlines the steps that the Council will take or promote to improve air quality. Funding may be used to undertake modelling or site specific measurement to update the ambient noise map of the borough that is being developed in line with the Environmental Noise Directive (2002/49/EC) and the development of a National Ambient Noise Strategy (NANS). In addition monies may be employed to digitise development site investigation results into a Geographical Information System to for the borough to ensure appropriate prioritisation of the site for Newham’s Contaminated Land Strategy.  

Financial support for such initiatives will be sought although funds will not be required to carry out functions that are already funded through other schemes or are statutory duties of the Council. 

The amount of money required is based on the number of car parking spaces. Developments with less than 50 spaces are not required to provide funds.

Over 50 spaces payment is required on the basis of £40 per space.

Developments with industrial sources may have additional air quality, noise or contaminated land impacts and will be dealt with on a case by case basis.

Monies accrued from S106 planning gain funding will be monitored and controlled through a joint body consisting of a planning and an environmental health manager. The function will be to monitor funds and appropriateness of the charges and to approve expenditure of the monies.
